The installation included converting old 8'
fixtures into 15W 4* FastFit A2 T8's with the
CASEX conversion kit. We also retrofitted
building exterior and parking lot pole HID
lighting with 53W pole mount LED fixtures.

By the end of the project, our crews had
installed a total of 8,244 LED bulbs in
2,300 fixtures.
